+ 20" wide x 16’ deep x 15’ high minimum useable
space. (Stage should not have props or sets stored on the
stage or in the wings.)

« Please measure your space carefully — width,
depth, and height to ceiling.

o Temporary floors should not be raised.

urface:
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Wood, marley or linoleum is required. No carpet.

« Freshly mopped (not waxed)

Irregularities covered with tape
Extraneous clutter removed.

‘Dressing Area:

« One dressing room needed with drinking water for 4.

‘Outdoor Performances:

« A site inspection by the Diavolo Education Director must
be arranged prior to any outdoor commitment.

General specifications include:

+ Shaded, sheltered area away from wind, sun, and
distraction. Space dimensions as above.

« Blacktop, concrete, or grass Not Acceptable.

« Electrical Power Source required

+ A 6- or 8-foot A-frame ladder (anything from custodial is
acceptable)

+ Two electrical outlets

+ Sound System with one microphone

« CD player

ON PERFORMANCE DAY:

» 60 minutes prior to the scheduled start time to prepare
and set up. Diavolo requires private access to the space.

Parking:

« Three spaces, one as close to the venue as possible for
loading and unloading.

Assistance:

+ Please have a school representative ready to welcome the
performers and to stay and help as needed.

tart Time:
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+ Please prepare to start the program on time.
« Students should be in the venue, seated and ready to begin
at the listed times.
